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Mid-Term Evaluation of Course Blogs 
Due Sept. 28th
Please hand in two hard copies of the evaluation (if your color group professor is your campus/community professor, bring only one copy). 
1. Select two blog entries from other folks in your color group who are not at your same institution who taught you important lessons, stretched your views, and/or offered a new perspective to you. That is, something that you didn’t believe or didn’t know before you read that blog post. [Note: Be sure not to be fooled by the trappings of academic and formal sounding language. Sometimes academic sounding work is excellent: really insightful, creative, powerful and thoughtful. Sometimes academic sounding work is not: it can be banal, full of clichés and thoughtless.] The goal here is to take seriously your classmate’s views, particularly where your classmates disagree or bring something different to their blogging. In other words, this is an exercise in listening to others, not in agreeing with them.
	A. Cut and paste the blog entries, and include name of authors, and dates of blogs.
	B. Explain what you learned from each that is significant. 
2. Identify and cut and paste the two blog posts that you have written that you think are the best—both in that they meet the goals of the blogging and that they show that you are learning from the readings and from thinking in class.
	A. Cut and paste your blog entries.
	B. Explain what you think makes these blog entries particularly good.
3. Reflection on your blogging:
	A. How many of your blog entries were submitted on time? If there were some that were not, please explain why.
	B. Describe the strengths you bring to your communities, this class, and to the blogging assignment. That is, speak to the particular perspective, resources, background, experiences, group contributions and/or personal characteristics that you offer that make it so that others can learn from you.
	C. Did the strengths you described in question 3.B show in your blog entries so far? If so, in what ways? If not, think about that as you answer:		
	D. In what specific ways do you believe that you can improve your blogs during the rest of the semester?
